This wellness plan will ensure that your horse(s) receives the vaccinations required for optimum protection against diseases that are common to Eastern Ontario. This plan is recommended for “recreational horses” that are not routinely exposed to different horses or properties.

Both dewormers will be dispensed at the second visit.  The veterinarian will administer the deworming during the second herd health visit.  The owner will administer the final deworming as there will be no scheduled visit in December.

Strangles vaccinations and any additional boosters (that may be necessary) will require an additional visit to the farm and will be charged for at the regular rate.  Additional boosters will be required by all horses receiving a vaccine against a disease for the first time (ie: no previous vaccination history for that disease).  The booster is required in previously unvaccinated animals to ensure a full 12 months of protection.

Payment is to be made directly to the veterinarian during the first visit or by calling in a credit card number prior to the first visit.
