VACATION SWIMMING:

Programs will be conducted from Wednesday January 4th to Friday 27th with Thursday 26th being a holiday.  The vacation program is the best time to make up lessons for classes missed during the Term. It is also an opportunity for children to have a more comprehensive program during the holidays, by enrolling for a block of consecutive lessons or one or two classes to suit your needs. Lessons are for 40 mins with 0 mins of lessons and 10 mins play time. Extra classes can be booked for $16 per child, or a special price of 4 or more paid lessons for $14 each.   

TERM 4 2011  

Term 4 finishes after lessons on Friday, December 2rd and Term 1 will commence on Monday January 30th and finish following classes on Thursday April 5th.  Classes will be conducted at your usual time.   

FEES FOR TERM 1, 2012 – Fees will increase by $1 per lesson and stay the same for 2012

Public holiday on Monday March 12th and off Easter, Frid 6th April,  Sat 7th, Sun 8th, Mon 9th.

Weekly payments have not been an option for some time, but clients with one or two children can pay the Term’s fees in two equal payments (1st in first 2 weeks and the 2nd, half way through) and those with three children can pay in three equal payments and those with 4 children can pay weekly. For alternate methods of payment please contact me.

If your details will not fit, usually a total up to 18 characters, then shorten your Surname. The “W” identifies the pool as being at Woodville.  When putting payments into envelopes, please put both Surname and Christian name of children on front and the amount enclosed. For those transferring funds from Savings and Loans, my account name is now(‘s’,‘a’,space), which must be used or transfer cannot be achieved.  Pay Pal is also available for parents wishing to pay over the internet.
MISSED LESSONS (You can only make up lessons, or pay a reduced fee, for missed lesson)

Our missed lesson policy is designed to give you many options to make up lessons, without being penalised. I understand that parents sometimes will miss lessons, but the holiday option gives you flexibility. Missed lessons are preferably made up during the Holiday program, but can be made up during the Term or a percentage rebated from the Term’s fees. If you cannot make up the lessons for which you have pre-paid, you can deduct the following amounts from next term. With one child, credit $7.00 per lesson. With two children enrolled, credit $6.50 per child. With  children, credit $5.50 per child. This means that I retain $11.00 per child to pay my costs. Do not take off the full cost of a missed lesson.
HOW PARENTS CAN HELP  

· Make sure children have their own goggles, correctly fitted

· Do not interfere during classes, unless there is a safety issue

· Don’t over-react every time your child achieves a new skill

· Make sure that long hair is tied back

· Ensure that children are properly dressed for swimming

· Try and keep young children under control when not having a lesson, but we understand.

·       Ensure infants, that are not toilet trained, wear bathers that prevent soiling in the water.

PARTY SWIM – Only $75.

Invite up to 12 children (negotiable) for a swim as part of your child’s birthday celebrations. The pool is available Saturdays 11.0 –12.0 or Sundays 11.0 – 12.0. Tire them out, a delivered pizza or pasties etc, a cake, a few nibblies and drinks under the veranda for as long as you wish. Guard on duty for the hour, observing out of the pool with all equipment available for children to play.  I advise that some adults must be in the water for children under 8 yrs and preferably at least 1, for older children. This has become a very popular party option due to the ease of security and supervision. There is plenty of shelter from the sun or rain.

SQUAD - 8 years to 12 years 

Some children that require minimal stroke correction would like to be stretched more to see if they would like to do swimming as a sport, but without the pressure of joining a competition swimming squad. These classes will enable them to learn how to do all of the strokes perfectly and learn some of the skills of the sport, but they will not be provided with the intense training required for competition. If your child is swimming freestyle and backstroke well and a reasonable breaststroke, speak to your instructor for them to be assessed. Check with your instructor for times.

MY CHILD WILL NOT LISTEN DURING CLASSES

The self- esteem of young children (between 4 – 5 yrs) is very low and the chance of failure in skill learning is high. They may love the water, but not understand the requirements of being in a class. The concern of parents with children, “not listening” and “playing around” can put a lot of pressure on teachers and children, when this is normal behaviour for young children, The more pressure that you put on young children when learning, the more chance there is of them refusing to take part. You understand the difficulty then, of getting children to do things when they refuse to cooperate. This does not mean that children should not be told by the teacher ‘to listen’, they should, but it only distracts young children more if parents are getting involved during the lesson. If you are concerned, talk to the teacher, or teacher-in-charge.

TEACHING PHILOSOPHY

Our philosophy on teaching is different from most swim schools. We accept the following:

· Get the technique right before doing distance training

· Perfect practice makes perfect, practice make permanent

· Never let the content become more important than the attitudes being developed in children

· The development of a sound, healthy self esteem in the student, is paramount

· Certificates create more problems than they solve

PRE- KINDY  -  INTRODUCTION TO SWIMMING

I conduct lessons for 3yr – 4 yr old children on Friday between 9.15 and 11.00.   Children who may be intimidated by swimming lessons can attend the morning program for 5 mins for $15, pay as you go.  

 SUNDAY  CLASSES  - INFANTS 8 MTHS –  YEARS

Julie has provided parent and infant classes on Sunday Morning for children 8 months to  years of age. They are very popular, due to Julie’s excellent program which meets many parents desire to involve their young children in water programs. I always remind parents that these programs do not make children safer, nor are they important in relation to learning to swim. These programs, however, provide a new experience for infants and help develop positive attitudes. These infant classes are $15 per lesson, pay as you go and require a parent or competent person in the water with the child. Infant classes are at 8.25 – 8.55 and 10.10 – 10.40. Classes for  – 4 year old children and older children are also available on Sunday at the regular rate.

AQUAROBICS AND PUBLIC USE OF POOL (No need to Book)

Aquarobic classes are conducted at the pool at the following times:

Monday -’moderate’ 9.0 -10.0 ($9)  &  advanced 7.00 – 8.00pm ($10)

Wednesday- ’moderate’ 9.15 – 10.15 ($9) & advanced 7.00 – 8.00pm ($10)

Friday-  ’moderate’  11.00 – 12.00 ($9)

Public Hydrotherapy sessions are available at the following times for $8. Do your own activities to strengthen or rehabilitate. Monday - 11.0 -1.00:   Wednesday -  10.0 – 1.00:   Friday -    12.00 – 1.00
