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WINTER CARE FOR CANINES    

 GENERAL CONCERNS 

Winter's cold air brings many concerns for responsible dog owners. Keep the following precautions in mind: 

•Don't leave your dog outside in the cold for long periods of time. Wind chill makes days colder than actual 

temperature readings. Be attentive to your dog's body temperature, and limit its time outdoors. 

•Adequate shelter is a necessity. Keep your dog warm, dry and away from drafts. Tiles and uncarpeted areas 

may become extremely cold, so make sure to place blankets and pads on floors in these areas. 

•Be extra careful when walking or playing with your dog near frozen lakes, rivers or ponds. Your dog could 

slip or jump in and get seriously injured. 

•Groom your dog regularly. Your dog needs a well-groomed coat to keep properly insulated. Short- or coarse
-haired dogs may get extra cold, so consider a sweater or coat. Long-haired dogs should have excess hair 

around the toes and foot pads trimmed to ease snow removal and cleaning. If you do the trimming, take care 

not to cut the pads or other delicate area of the foot. 

•Feed your dog additional calories if it spends a lot of time outdoors or is a working animal. It takes more 

energy in the winter to keep body temperature regulated, so additional calories are necessary. 

•Towel or blow-dry your dog if it gets wet from rain or snow. It is important to dry and clean its paws, too. 
This helps avoid tiny cuts and cracked pads. A little petroleum jelly may soften the pads and prevent further 

cracking. 

•Don't leave your dog alone in a car. If the car engine is left on, the carbon monoxide will endanger your 

dog's life. If the engine is off, the temperature in the car will get too cold. 

HEALTH TIPS 

Dogs cannot talk to us when they are sick. As a responsible dog owner, it is important to pay special atten-

tion to your dog's well-being during the winter season. Remember the following health concerns: 

•Antifreeze, which often collects on driveways and roadways, is highly poisonous. Although it smells and 

tastes good to your dog, it can be lethal. 

•Rock salt, used to melt ice on sidewalks, may irritate footpads. Be sure to rinse and dry your dog's feet after 

a walk. 

•Provide plenty of fresh water. Your dog is just as likely to get dehydrated in the winter as in the summer. 

Snow is not a satisfactory substitute for water. 

•Frostbite is your dog's winter hazard. To prevent frostbite on its ears, tail and feet, don't leave your dog out-

doors for too long. 

•Be very careful of supplemental heat sources. Fireplaces and portable heaters can severely burn your dog. 

Make sure all fireplaces have screens, and keep portable heaters out of reach. 

•Like people, dogs seem to be more susceptible to illness in the winter. Take your dog to a veterinarian if 

you see any suspicious symptoms. 

•Don't use over-the-counter medications on your dog without consulting a veterinarian.

HOLIDAY SAFEGUARDS 

The winter season brings lots of fun holiday festivities, but pet-owners should keep in mind the following special pre-

cautions: 

•The holidays are NOT ideal for introducing a pet into your family. New puppies and dogs require extra attention and a 
stable environment, which the holiday season doesn't permit. Also, a puppy is not a toy or gift that can be returned. 

Instead, the AKC suggests giving a gift representative of the dog to come, such as a toy, a leash, or a bed. 

•Holly, mistletoe and poinsettia plants are pet poisons! Make sure they are kept in places your dog cannot reach. 

•Review holiday gifts for dogs to make sure they are safe. Items such as plastic toys and small rawhide sticks may be 

dangerous. 

•Remove holiday lights from lower branches of your tree. They may get very hot and burn dogs. 

•Watch out for electrical cords. Pets often try to chew them and may get badly shocked or electrocuted. Place wires 

out of reach. 

•Avoid using glass ornaments. They break easily and may cut a dog's feet and mouth. 

•Refrain from using edible ornaments. Your dog may knock the tree over in an attempt to eat them. Also, commercial 

ornaments may contain paint or toxins in the preservatives. 

•Whether your tree is live or artificial, both kinds of needles are sharp and indigestible. Don't leave your dog unattend-

ed in the room with the tree. 

•Tinsel is dangerous for dogs. It may obstruct circulation and, if swallowed, block the intestines. 

•Alcohol and chocolate are toxic for dogs, even in small amounts. Keep unhealthy, sweet treats and seasonal goodies 

out of reach. 

•The holiday season is a stressful time for dogs. Try to keep a normal schedule during all the excitement.

Martha was sitting in her living room watching television this Christmas Eve, alone as she had been for the last five years. All of 

her children  had married and moved to the four corners of the nation, her youngest, a surgery resident at the Vet School across 

he state had planned on coming home, but had been assigned to work the emergency clinic and couldn't find a replacement. 

Martha told herself that having Sally working to help the sick and injured animals this Christmas Eve was worth being alone,  

besides, Sally would be driving over for Christmas dinner the next afternoon.

Feeling 

overwhelmed by the number of dogs she had and all the dogs still left in shelters to die because there was no room for them in 

rescue, Martha seriously wondered if she should stop working rescue. If she didn't have all these dogs, she could have flown to 

any of her other children's homes for the holidays to be with family.  Besides, the heartbreak of seeing each dog in such need 

was beginning to really weigh on her. 

Tonight she had a new dog, brought home that day. Martha didn't really plan on adding another dog but on her way home from 

the store she saw a dog lying on the side of the road. Certain the dog was dead, Martha stopped, to pick up the body and take it 

home for a burial. As she got closer, she recognized the shell of an Alaskan Malamute, the breed she rescued. Covered by cuts 

and festering wounds, what fur was left was matted and filthy, it was so skinny that laying there you could see each rib and it's 

hipbones were the widest part of his body. 

With tears in her eyes, mourning for what once had been a majestic animal now reduced to almost a skeleton she reached down 

to give the poor dog one last pat on the head. "Oh, you poor boy, what a way to end your life. Well, at least I can 

name you and give you a decent farewell" As her tears fell on the dog's head, one eye slowly opened and the tail gave a 

single wag.

Bone Appetit’ 

MERRY’S PAMPERED PUMPKIN COOKIES 
 

2 cups organic brown rice flour 
1/2 cup buckwheat flour 

3 tsp wheat-free baking powder 
2 tsp cinnamon 

1/4 tsp powdered ginger 
1/4 cup olive oil 

1/2 cup honey or maple syrup 
2 eggs beaten 

1 tsp vanilla extract 
1 1/2 cups organic canned pumpkin (without spice) 

1/2 cup water or apple juice (reserved)  
 

Combine the dry ingredients and mix well. In a separate bowl, combine all the wet ingredients, except for the water or 
juice, blending well. Mix the dry ingredients into the wet very slowly. The batter should be thick but pourable. Slowly mix 

in the water or juice until you have a nice consistency.  
 

Place the bowl of batter in the freezer for 10-15 minutes. It will make the spooning of the cookies on to the cookie sheet 
much easier.  

 
Preheat the oven to 400°F. Take about 1/2 tbsp size drops and place them on a well-oiled cookie sheet. Swirl the batter 

around as you drop it so that you create nicely shaped cookies, ending in a peak.  
 

Bake at 400°F for 10 minutes. Cookies should be firm, but still soft and chewy, just like you like your own cookies! This 
recipe makes its fair share of medium-sized cookies, so make care packages for all of the other canine pals in your life. 

They'll love you for it! (Just be warned that they'll be begging for more...) Store in an air-tight container.  
 

HEALTHY BEEF AND RICE 
 

480 ml (2 cups) brown rice, steamed 
120 ml (1/2 cup) shredded carrots, steamed 
120 ml (1/2 cup) chopped broccoli, steamed 

5 ml (1 tsp) sunflower oil 
220 g (1/2 pound) ground beef 

5 ml (1 tsp) garlic powder  
 

Heat the beef and garlic in a medium sized pan. Add the steamed vegetables and rice.  
Sort into appropriate portion size and freeze.  
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FEDERAL PUPS LEGISLATION INFORMATION 

 

 

 

 

 

The following is an update from AKC….. 

The American Kennel Club and our Washington, D.C.-based advocacy team continue to closely monitor the federal Puppy 
Uniform Protection and Safety (PUPS) legislation.  

Recently, Senator Richard Durbin of Illinois introduced a Senate version of this measure, S.707, which contains the same lan-
guage as the 2010 version of the bill and current House legislation (H.R. 835). Each of the bills has been assigned to the Agri-
culture committees of their respective chambers. To date, no hearings have been scheduled.  

The measure would require anyone who owns or co-owns dogs that produce 50 or more puppies sold in a 12-month period to 
be regulated under existing USDA dog “dealer” regulations. These regulations are designed for high-volume commercial ken-
nels that produce puppies for wholesale, and require a USDA commercial license, maintenance of specified standards and 
regular inspections.  

The AKC does not oppose the concept of reasonable regulations for high volume breeder/retailers. We also believe that the 
2010/2011 version of this legislation is a significant improvement over previous versions in that it moves away from defining a 
commercial breeder based on the number of dogs a person owns, and instead establishes a threshold for regulation based on 
the number of puppies bred and sold by a breeder.  

However, the AKC also has a number of serious concerns with the bill as introduced and does not support this measure. Some 
of these concerns include:  

¶ Definition of “breeding female” as an intact female dog aged 4 months or older. This definition is misleading because 

female dogs are not sufficiently mature at 4 months of age to be bred. Additionally, such a definition should not be necessary if 
a “high volume retail breeder” designation is to be based on puppy sales, rather than the number of dogs owned. 

¶ Definition of ñhigh volume retail breeder” as someone with “an ownership interest in or custody of one or more 

breeding female dogs.” This definition is overly broad and does not take into account the tradition of co- and joint ownerships 
common among dog show participants, sporting dog trainers, hunting club members, and other hobbyists. Additionally, a refer-
ence to the number of dogs owned by a breeder is unnecessary and potentially misleading. 

¶ Current exercise language that is overly vague and should be clarified to ensure that the daily exercise requirements do 

not preclude training or other types of physical activity. 

An exponential expansion of the number of breeders regulated and inspected by the Animal Care division of the United States 

Department  of Agriculture’s (USDA) Animal, Plant and Health Inspection Service (APHIS). However, a May 2010 audit of this 

program found that the      existing inspections program is already insufficient to carry out current responsibilities. The AKC 

believes these issues and full funding for the current program should be addressed before attempting to dramatically expand 

the program’s responsibilities and workload. 

The AKC does not expect a hearing to be scheduled in the near future. However, we encourage all responsible dog breeders 
and owners to stay active in your community as a role model for responsible dog ownership and breeding and to share con-
cerns with your federal legislators.  

We will continue to monitor this legislation vigilantly, to outline our concerns regarding PUPS legislation in our communications 
and meetings with members of Congress and their staff, and to keep you up to date on any changes in the status of this legis-
lation.
