Brighten the white in your dog!!
•5 parts Ivory liquid soap

•1 part Ms Smith’s Blueing (Can use less. A little goes a long way.)

•Shampoo bottle

-Mix together and shake well (you can store any extra soap)

-Wet dog and lather in. It is not tear free so watch eyes and nose.

- Rinse immediately and do not allow to dry on dog 

(Blueing will stain if left on too long)

- Make sure all soap is off to prevent irritated skin from soap residue

- Repeat as needed to keep dog shiny white!
