AKC believe all dogs deserve training and a responsible
owner and our goal is to reward responsible dog ownership.
Responsibility should start the moment you

decide to add a new dog or puppy to your family.

Oak Grove Training Center is having a CGC class to teach
your dog the CGC behaviors. Classes will start Tuesday
September 6 at 7:00 and will be an 8 week course. On
Saturday October 29, 2011, we will hold a CGC testing and
will be administered by an AKC Approved CGC Evaluator.
Testing will be administered to dogs over 6 months of age.

The CGC test consist of 10 skills. All are done on leash:

* Accepting a friendly stranger: allow a stranger to approach and speak to handler

* Sitting politely for petting: allow a stranger pet them

* Appearance and Grooming: welcomed being groomed and examined

* Out for a walk (on a loose lead): to see if dog is in control

* Walking through a crowd: move politely and in control within in pedestrian traffic
* Sit and down on command and staying in place: responds to commands

* Coming when called: this will be a recall 10 feet from the dog

* Reaction to another dog: demonstrate behaving propetrly with another dog while the
two handlers approach and shake hands

e Reaction to distractions: confident when faced with common distractions

* Supervised separation: can be left with a trusted person and maintain good manners

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1. Put both lids of the toilet seat up and add 1/8 cup of pet
shampoo to the water in the bowl.
2. Pick up the cat and soothe him while you carry him
towards the bathroom.
3. In one smooth moment, put the cat in the toilet and close
the lid. You may need to stand on the lid.
4. 'The cat will self-agitate and make ample suds. Never mind the
noises that come from the toilet, the cat is actually enjoying this.
Flush the toilet 3-4 times. This provides a ‘power wash and rinse’.
6. Have someone open the front door of your home. Be sure that
no one is between the bathroom and the front doot.
Stand back from the toilet as far as you can, and quickly lift the lid.
The cat will rocket out of the toilet, streak through the bathroom,
and run outside where he will dry himself off.
