She began competing in the Arabian Working Hunter division and received 7 Regional, Area, and National titles affiliated with such organizations as Arabian Horse Association, ASHA, NH Hunter Jumper, as well as NH Horse and Trail Association.                        
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In 1997 Kim, husband Jamie, and their four children purchased the raw land and began developing Riverfare Farms into what it is today with a vision of establishing a full service educational facility where riders of all levels and disciplines can come and grow. Having recognized the importance for both horse and rider on the basics and foundational training, Riverfare has become instrumental in helping educate beginner through advanced riders accomplish their goals of horsemanship skills and a positive relationship between horse and human through encouragement and patience. The emphasis at Riverfare and throughout the farms’ program is on safety and fun while learning.   
In 2004 Kim became a CHA Master instructor. She believes in continuing education and has training in jumping, dressage, reining, ground training and breaking, trail riding, cutting and ranch horse versatility. 
 Feeling strongly about giving back to the community, Kim recognized the need, established and founded NH High School Equestrian Teams.  NHHSET is a statewide public High School Equestrian program that allows all student athletes the opportunity to compete interscholastically in a multi-disciplined fair environment.  NHHSET began with 9 students and now boasts a membership of 180+!
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2004 Kim developed a “New Beginnings Equine Clinic Series”.  A series of talks designed for new horse owners and those considering buying one.  Kim then partnered with UNH Cooperative Extension to be able to offer this program to the public.

2005 Kim hosted the “First Ride” a program where the general public can come and have their first ride on an American Quarter Horse, a fun horse show series, pointed Arabian, half-Arabian & Open Breed Sport Horse Show, Ranch Sorting, and Livestock Behavior clinics. 
After participating in the newly offered SHOT (Stock Horse of Texas) Judges Seminar in Fort Worth, and with the strong encouragement from Tom Neel and BF Yates, in 2006 Kim began to offer NH western stock horse enthusiasts the opportunity to participate in stock horse events and education.  The program has been so successful Kim now hosts Know-N-Go Clinics, Stock Horse Shows and has participants from all over New England.
